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PART II – FINDINGS OF FACT FOR LETTER OF INTENT 
 

Pursuant to Land Development Code (LDC) Section 5-65 

Zoning map and FLUM map amendments.  A map amendment report and recommendations to the City Commission 
shall show the Planning Board has studied, considered and found (where applicable) whether or not: 

1. The applicant has proved entitlement to the rezoning by demonstrating compliance with the Cocoa 
Beach Comprehensive Plan, the Land Development Code, the Code of Ordinances of Cocoa Beach, 
and any other applicable code or regulation. 

2. The request will meet or exceed all performance standards set forth for the potential uses allowed by 
the request. 

3. The request is consistent with the densities, intensities and general uses set forth in the Cocoa Beach 
Comprehensive Plan. 

4. The request is compatible with existing or planned uses in the surrounding area. 
5. Approval of the request will not place an undue burden upon existing transportation or other services 

and facilities and will be served by streets with the capacity to carry the traffic generated by 
development of the land at the highest use allowed by the requesting zoning. 

6. Urban services are, or will be, available and adequate to serve the proposed uses allowed by the 
requested zoning. 

7. The proposed uses are appropriate at the subject location. 
8. The proposed change is consistent with the established land use pattern. 
9. The proposed change would not create an isolated district unrelated to adjacent and nearby districts. 
10. The proposed change would be consistent with the population density pattern and not increase or 

overtax the load on public facilities such as schools, utilities, streets, and the like. 
11. Existing district boundaries are illogically drawn in relation to existing conditions on the property 

proposed for change. 
12. Changed or changing conditions make the passage of the proposed amendment necessary. 
13. The proposed change will not adversely influence living conditions in the neighborhood. 
14. The proposed change will not create a drainage problem. 
15. The proposed change will not seriously reduce light or air to adjacent areas. 
16. The proposed change will not adversely affect property values in the adjacent area. 
17. The proposed change will be compatible with improvements or development of adjacent property in 

accordance with existing regulations. 
18. The proposed change will not constitute a grant of special privilege to an individual owner as 

contrasted with the public welfare. 
19. There are substantial reasons why a reasonable use of property cannot be accomplished under 

existing zoning. 
20. Whether the change suggested is out of scale with the needs of the neighborhood or the city. 
21. It is impossible to find other adequate sites in the city for the proposed use in districts already zoned 

for such use. 
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
